
A temporary solution would not have delivered a 
number of benefi ts to the local community such as the 
containment of noise and light, enhanced transport 
management, circulating crowds inside the stadium 
instead of residential streets, an improved visual look for 
the stadium, the removal of perimeter fencing and putting 
“the park back into the Park” by providing community 
facilities and green areas.

There is some misinformation circulating in the community 
suggesting that Eden Park could host the Rugby World 
Cup 2011 using temporary facilities and at a much cheaper 
cost than what has been proposed. This is incorrect.

60,000 seats is a key requirement of hosting RWC 2011. To 
deliver this using temporary seating would not have been 
consentable nor would it have been fi nancially sustainable.

Rugby World Cup 2011

Our initial shading consultation focused on properties 
that may experience a measurable increase in shading 
between the permitted shadow (i.e. the height Eden Park 
is allowed to build in the District Plan) and the shadows 
cast by the proposed new stands.

For the purpose of our assessment, a measurable 
increase in shading was considered to be a loss of sunlight 
equivalent to more than 5 per cent of daylight hours on 
any of the four representative dates of the year modelled. 

These affected properties are generally located on 
Reimers Avenue (excluding the western end), Cricket 
Avenue, on the northern side of Royal Terrace and 
Tongariro Street, and a small number of properties at the 
western end of Bellwood Avenue. All property owners in 
this group received a letter and most have had an initial 
meeting with Graham Walton, our community liaison 

offi cer. Details of mitigation packages will be discussed at 
the follow-up meetings planned for early October.

In the South and East sides of the ground, the current 
building height is lower than that permitted in the District 
Plan. This means that some additional properties outside 
our initial consultation area may also be affected by an 
increase from the shadow cast by the existing stands 
when compared with those cast by the new stands.

With this in mind, we have written to those property 
owners that may experience a measurable increase in 
shading over that which is currently experienced (although 
not a measurable increase above that which could be built 
as of right). In addition, we also agreed with the council to 
accept late submissions from these people so that they 
could have time to digest the information and understand 
the methodology used.

Shading update

There are a number of stages that a project such as this must go through. The fi rst stage is concept design, which is 
followed by preliminary design, detailed design and fi nally the design becomes a set of working drawings.

In order to incorporate community input, we released the design at concept stage, which means that the design is subject 
to continued development. However, the height cannot increase beyond that currently applied for in the resource consent 
application. The design team is in the process of refi ning the concept design to minimise shading effects and we are 
hopeful there will be scope to further reduce the height of the new stands.

Design update

Park ‘n’ Shop – Eden Park offers car 
parks for Kingsland businesses

Eden Park and the Kingsland Business Association have 
set up a new Park ‘n’ Shop system. Park ‘n’ Shop lets 
Kingsland business owners and their staff use up to 50 
car parks at Eden Park, which in turn, frees up on-street 
car parks for customers. 

The 50 car parks, on the corner of Sandringham Road and 
Reimers Avenue, are accessed off Sandringham Road 
and are available from 8am to 10pm every non-game day. 
Lindsey Rea, chair of the Eden Albert Community Board is 
supportive of the project and says it’s a win-win that saves 
time, petrol and worry.

“Parking in the Eden Park car park means staff and 
shoppers can avoid driving around the avenues looking 
for a park and they don’t have to worry about moving 
their vehicles for the 4pm clearway,” she says.

“The Eden Park Trust Board’s generous offer frees up car 
parks on New North Road for paying customers, which is 
good news for business in Kingsland,” Ms Rea added.

Shading mitigation packages

Details of mitigation packages will be discussed at the 
follow-up meetings we plan to hold with affected property 
owners in early October.

As the shading impact will be unique to each property, the 
Trust Board has decided to speak directly to people about 
their particular concerns rather than adopt a “one-size-
fi ts-all” approach.

However, the Trust Board will assess the shading impact 
across all properties affected so that the mitigation 
packages are equitable to everyone.

Additional night games application

As you are probably aware, the Eden Park Trust 
Board applied for resource consent to host nine night 
games in addition to the existing 16 night games held 
each year. The application was heard by a panel of 
independent commissioners in July and their decision, 
to grant the application, was received by the Trust Board 
at the end of August. 

The decision took into account a number of the initiatives 
implemented in recent years, including security and traffi c 
management on game days. We have been working 
hard with you, our neighbours, to ensure your concerns 

are taken into account. Outside of named international 
events such as the Rugby and Cricket World cups, the 
Trust Board has made a commitment that there will be 
no application for further night games for a period of fi ve 
years from the date the consent for nine additional night 
games is effective (i.e. the date that all appeals have 
been resolved).

The Trust Board has also made a commitment that it will 
withdraw the appeal to the Environment Court relating to 
its application for concerts at Eden Park from the date the 
consent for the nine additional night games is effective.
