






Be a part of the history
Research is well underway into the history of the happenings 
at Eden Park over the past 100 years,  as The Eden Park Trust 
prepares to record for posterity in a book, the great events 
which have graced this iconic ground.

“But the book is not just a record of the games and other 
events which have taken place at the Park” says Graham 
Walton who is co-ordinating the project for the Trust. “The 
Park has been for more than a century, an integral part of 
the development of the social fabric of the Auckland region. 
Sport is a very important part of our lives” he says “and 
there are many people who have visited Eden Park and who 
have special memories and experiences, quite apart from 
their recollection of the outcome of the games”

“We want to hear from those people” he says “ for example 
the rituals associated with going to a big game at the Park, 
the witticisms heard on the terraces, what the pies and chips 
were like and yes even what the toilet arrangements were 
like in the early days. The rich oral history which is often lost 
over time.”

“The book will also contain many photographs,” he says “and 
if anyone has any private photographs taken at events at the 
Park, or memorabilia we would love to see them.”

The Rugby World Cup 2011 (RWC 2011) Eden Park 
Transport Plan was released recently and is designed to 
ensure public transport will be the most hassle free way to 
get to and from the games.

Organisers are aiming to get 75% of people out of their cars 
for the finals and 60% for pool matches.  Of the 60,000 fans 
expected to pack Eden Park for the Tournament’s biggest 
matches, organisers say the majority will travel by train, bus 
or coach.

Bruce Barnard,  Auckland RWC 2011 Transport Director, 
says: “In order for that to happen this plan makes public 
transport a priority. It includes dedicated Tournament

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rail and bus services, capacity for more than 80 coaches, 
restricted parking areas and extra taxi ranks.

“As an example, we will have nine six-car trains lined up to 
transport fans from Kingsland to Britomart after matches. 
They will depart at five minute intervals, giving us the ability 
to transport 15,000 fans to the city in just over an hour by 
rail. Meanwhile 84 buses will transport up to 7000 fans all 
around the region.”

Barnard says the infrastructure upgrades needed to deliver the 
plan are well underway and on track for completion in time to 
test the plan progressively in the lead up to RWC 2011.
