






CONSTRUCTION 
UPDATE

We have made great progress since construction 
commenced just over 12 months ago.  The construction 
of the South Stand is almost complete (practical 
completion is scheduled for end of October 2010) 
and the interior fi t-out is coming along nicely and is on 
schedule too. 

Some of the recent major achievements include the 
completion of second biggest kitchen in Auckland.  Also 
the advanced construction of the Western Concourse; the 
new East Stand; the ASB extension; installation of the unique 
‘Silver Fern’ trusses on the exterior of the South Stand; as 
well as the installation of the façade cladding which will allow 
patrons on the upper levels of the stand a fantastic view to 
the south.

Some of the exciting features of the new  
South Stand: 

• The stunning views across the park

• It will seat approximately 22,000 people over  
 six levels

• There will be 48 Corporate boxes

• The lights are built into the front edge of the  
 roof to minimise light spill

• 80% of seats will be covered

• There will be approximately 550 toilets!

The cladding is made of ETFE (Ethylene Tetra Fluro 
Ethylene) a world leading product, currently used in many 
stadia around the globe. Examples of its recent use are 
the exteriors of the Water Cube (Beijing Olympics) and 
the Allianz Arena (Munich Stadium). ETFE – a Tefl on based 
product – is only 1% of the weight of glass, is translucent, 
has aesthetic benefi ts, and is self cleaning. Eden Park is at the 
forefront of worldwide technology with the installation of 
this product. �������������������������������������������

Another signifi cant advancement on site is the 
construction of the Western Concourse. This will 
provide access from the Walters Road entrance and will 
run behind the existing West Stand. This concourse will 
form a major part of the internal concourse which will 
allow for pedestrian access around the entire stadium.

Construction of the East Stand and ASB 
extension is progressing at a great pace. 
The new Eden Park is taking shape before 
our eyes and practical completion is within 
sight the excitement is building!
